At the end of
the day, it is not the technology or tools that matter, but the
ability to translate our knowledge into a format that is relevant
and valuable. BIM is just a container for data. A changed
process with new tools gives us broader choices on how data
is used. Technology is not the barrier to change, the cultural
shift in how we collaborate is the challenge.

This will change your business plan. As a professional in the
industry, come learn how you can be poised to be part of this
shift today. There are two choices, stand by and watch the
world change in front of you or be part of the change.
